For the last three weeks, the 2008 Global Enterprise Experience was an extensive exchange of ideas and facts between students from all the corner of the world. I am lucky to have benefited from this experience for the last three years and I am now convinced that the future workplace will be characterised by the work in teams and over the internet. 
GEE is a tool that introduces students in the future workplace which will be marked by the use of ICT. As a student participants from Rwanda, I registered online in the 2008 GEE and when the contest started on May 1st 2008 I was placed in team 64 with students from USA, NZ and Italy.
We had a challenge to develop a business concept proposal geared at involving the bottom of the pyramid in the market economy and bring them out of poverty. According to the book the fortune at the bottom of the pyramid by C.K. Prahalad, low-income markets present a big opportunity for the MNCs to make profit and bring prosperity to the poor 
After reading a twenty page summary of this book I was ready to contribute to my group what can be done to get the Tier 4 out of poverty. I exchanged with my team-mates over the internet during the first two weeks and finally we both agree that the rising prices of food increase poverty and that we need to develop a business concept proposal to stop this phenomena .by increasing the production of commodities by farmers living in developing world. We also came up with an idea that the right to credit should have the topmost priority on the list of human rights. (Muhammad Yunus, founder of the Grameen bank). Finally we were able to develop GROW FOR LIFE a Microfinance company that will help farmers in Su-Saharan Africa to get access to credit, seeds, fertilizers, know-how etc in order to increase the supply of food on the market and decrease the food s price which is good for the Tier 4 market.
I cannot afford not to mention the challenges I coped with as a students living in developing world in order to bring a contribution to my group.  I had to be connected every day but sometimes we had a problem of Internet connection or power cut.  But the U.S embassy library in Kigali helped me so much by giving me access to the internet free of charge as I explained them that I was involved in the GEE . In the last week of the contest I was caught with Yellow Fever which weakened me but we were finalizing our business concept proposal thanks to my team-mates who had to finish and send the report on due time . 
GEE is really a tool that highlight the importance of working in teams and over the internet and I can predict that the future workplace will be characterised by work in teams and over the internet where knowledge workers will be working across distance and time-zones.
